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Campaign Overview

This spring we are making a special effort called KVIE for Kids, to raise $75,000 in individual major gifts for the children’s programs and educational outreach that enrich the lives of children, especially at-risk children, in the Central Valley region.
KVIE for Kids stems from KVIE’s work in the PBS Major Giving Initiative, designed to strengthen the capacity of public television stations to garner unrestricted annual leadership gifts ($1,000-10,000) from individuals.  This effort represents a key step in our transition from the capital campaign into major gifts solicitation as a standard tool for KVIE fund-raising.
FY05 brings particular urgency, as we must accelerate our efforts in order to reach the budget’s ambitious major giving goals. 

From March to June 2005, we would like each trustee to make three to five 
peer-to-peer solicitations.  Sharon Gerber has agreed to serve as the board’s KVIE for Kids advocate.  Background information and training will be offered at the March 16, 2005 Board meeting.
“KVIE for Kids” Rationale
KVIE touches more than 200,000 each week with its superb educational programs – Sesame Street, Barney, Caillou, and more – that stimulate the thinking and creativity of kids.  But we do more than present great television:  

· KVIE distributes hundreds of free books each month to disadvantaged children; 

· Through our “Ready to Learn” outreach, KVIE provides nearly 100 training workshops a year for parents, caregivers and teachers who shape the lives of thousands of at-risk kids;
· KVIE’s TeacherLine program enables teachers to go online and sharpen their professional skills in teaching science, math and other areas.

KVIE’s commitment to the region’s youth costs more than $350,000 each year.  

We are calling on leadership donors to support our important children’s services through with gifts ranging from $1,000 to $10,000 for KVIE for Kids.  ■
